35 m from the orihary high water mark (OHWM) as stated in the application, but were not >
100m from the OHWM as stipulated in the LUP. This needs to be addressed for next years
operation. The LUP states that no vegetation shall be cleared. An area behind the camp was
cleared for the tent camp.
