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Wildlife Services collaboration piloted by KFN and a

CWS researcher who happens to be on the call today,
Rhiannon Pankratz, where automated recording units are
deployed in the field to monitor migratory bird
movements.

The relevance of this photo is that
this photo was taken just last year, in September --
or, sorry, August, just 40 kilometres straight south
of the PPML claims in this area, well within the
movement range of caribou. And it's also just a
beautiful photo, I think, and an incredible rack on
that caribou. Back to the text.

So boreal caribou are also impacted by
linear corridors, i.e., roads by increasing predator
access and hunting efficiency. Habitat disturbance
increases -- tends to increase alternative vegetation
which supports more alternative prey.

This results in a higher number of
predators in boreal caribou habitat. Roads also
increase predator hunting efficiency by increasing
predator access, line of sight, travel speed, search
efficiency, and encounter rates.

Roads and development sites also impact
caribou through avoidance, displacement, and habitat

fragmentation, and caribou avoid new well sites by up

to 1 kilometre during calving and avoid old well sites
up to 500 metres during both calving and late winter.

So KFN's recommendation: PPL (sic)
provided KFN with information on where the drill
sites/boreholes will be -- drill sites and boreholes
will be located. However, there is currently no
information on where the road network to access the
sites will be located.

KFN further recommends that PPML
indicate road location and if roads will be sited on
linear disturbances that have not been revegetated.
If roads will be sited on linear disturbance, KFN
further recommends that PPML indicate how many
kilometres will be sited on previous linear
disturbances versus new access.

PPML has noted in their presentation
that new linear disturbances should be measured in
tens of metres rather than kilometres.

Another KFN recommendation: KFN
recommends support for KFN and KFN community members
to engage in ongoing collaboration with the Proponent
to further develop the monitoring plan and develop
standards and conditions for minimizing project
activities.

PPML has engaged with KFN to a small
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extent already, and we look forward to more engagement
in the future. PPML has also been collaborating with
Golder and KFN to perform site testing within the KFN
Traditional Territory.

Though the organization and
communication efficiency has certainly been lacking
throughout this process, PPML has made the effort to
include KFN in the studies.

And of course here is another
interesting photo of a caribou feeding in a berm area.

So KFN recommends that the first method
for the protection of boreal caribou is avoiding
damage and disturbance to boreal caribou habitat to
the greatest extent possible. Recover -- recovery of
usable habitat is questionable and can take a
significant period of time.

In the case of the reclamation of
roads, PPML currently does not have any definitive
plans on when or if roads will be reclaimed. KFN
considers that the roads will be on the landscape for
at least twenty (20) years or potentially in
perpetuity.

Golder Associates has developed a
Boreal Caribou Habitat Restoration Toolkit for address

-- to address restoration of boreal caribou habitat.
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It can be found on this link here.

This toolkit contains a summary of the
habitat restoration treatments that area specific to
disturbance features within boreal caribou habitat,
designed to limit humans/predators/primary prey
access, and to allow for regeneration to native
species.

KFN recommends that Golder's approach
be used for roads that are developed but are not going
to be used in the future.

PPML has stated that they will
incorporate the Boreal Caribou Habitat Restoration
Toolkit and the updated Wildlife Protection Plan in
the next version of the Reclamation Plan.

Recommendations: KFN recommends that
the Annual Report provide an update on the drill
sites, roads and trails, boreholes and sumps, or any
other disturbance that has been developed over the
last year.

KFN further recommends that PPML
provide an update on the amount of reclamation that
has occurred onsite compared to the total amount of
disturbance, which includes photos of the sites and
their recovery.

PPML noted in their presentation that
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these -- or sorry, in -- in their intervention
response that these requests are a requirement of the
water licence annual report.

We can see another boreal caribou photo
here. And I'd like to point out over the last few
photos that I've shown the diversity of the habitat
used by the boreal caribou in all of these photos.

KFN continues to recommend that no
disturbance areas occur within 500 metres of the Ejie
Tue Dehe, or Buffalo River, as per Condition 52 of the
draft land use permit. There's at least one (1) drill
site within 500 metres of the Buffalo River. KFN
recommends that this site be removed from
consideration.

These photos here all taken within
close proximity of the Buffalo River, and show the
diversity of wildlife in this area. PPML has
discussed in their presentation and in the
intervention responses that they will adhere to this
condition.

You can see even from here with a few
more photos gathered from these wildlife cameras in
the Wood Buffalo National Park as mentioned just 30 to
40 kilometres south of the lands and land claim --

lands -- sorry, claims and lease areas. Thank you for
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your time.

THE CHAIRPERSON: Thank you, KFN, for

your presentation.

(BRIEF PAUSE)

QUESTION PERIOD:

THE CHATIRPERSON: Before moving on, I
just want to remind -- just a reminder that the
presentations -- the Board would like to -- to remind

the parties that there's a separate process in place
by the Government of the Northwest Territories to
address broad wildlife issues that will be done
through the Wildlife Monitoring and Management Plan
and is not part of the Board's process.

The Board's jurisdiction is limited to
wildlife habitat. Therefore, any issues or questions
parties may have about wildlife population, health
example are to be addressed through the Government of
the Northwest Territories process.

Furthermore, please be reminded that
all questions should be focussed on seeking clarity on
issues to assist the Board in their decision relating
to the land use permit and water licence application.

Out of respect for others, this
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opportunity to ask questions should not be used to
advocate positions or express opinions.

We will ask -- I'll ask Pine Point
Mining Limited if they have any questions of KFN.
Pine Point Mining...?

MR. ANDREW WILLTIAMS: Andrew Williams,

Pine Point Mining Limited. I would like to thank KFN
for a very interesting presentation and certainly some
brilliant wildlife shots, so kudos on those.

As we've mentioned earlier, we're more
than happy to work with KFN. In fact, we want to work
with KFN to incorporate their knowledge into our
Wildlife Monitoring and Management Plan. And we'll be
hopefully sending them a draft of the plan that we can
discuss with them and receive their input before we
submit it on to the Board for additional comment.

So, thank you very much once again for

a great presentation.

THE CHATIRPERSON: KFN, any comments?

MR. PATRICK RILEY (by Zoom): Yes. We
-- as -- as mentioned, we -- we hope to seek further
engagement moving forward and -- and to collaborate

with PPML to follow up with our Traditional Knowledge
and any of our research that we've developed

throughout this process. Thank you.
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THE CHAIRPERSON: Thank you.

Environment and Climate Change Canada, do you have any
questions to ask of KFL (sic)?

Environment and Climate Change
Canada...?

MS. JENNIFER SABOURIN (by Zoom) :
Thank you, Madam Chair. Jennifer Sabourin, with
Environment and Climate Change Canada.

Thank you, KFN, for your lovely

presentation, but we do not have any questions at this

time. Thank you.
THE CHAIRPERSON: Okay. KEN...?
MR. PATRICK RILEY (by Zoom) : Patrick

Riley, with KFN. Thank you for your comments.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Okay. Fort
Resolution Metis Government, do you have any questions
to ask of KFN?

MS. KATY DIMMER (by phone): Thank
you, Madam Chair. 1It's Katy Dimmer, Fort Resolution
Metis Government.

We would like to thank Katl'odeeche

First Nation for their presentation today and their

beautiful photos. Fort Resolution Metis Government
does not have questions at this time. Thank you.
THE CHAIRPERSON: Oh, sorry, Deninu
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Kue First Nations, DKFN, do you have any questions to
ask, sorry?

DR. MARC D'ENTREMONT (by Zoom) : Thank
you, Madam Chair. 1It's Marc d'Entremont, for the
DKFN.

We'd just like to thank Katl'odeeche
First Nation for its presentation. And we do not have
any questions. Thank you.

THE CHATIRPERSON: The Government of
the Northwest Territories, do you have any questions
to ask KFN?

MR. RICK WALBOURNE: Thank you, Madam
Chair. Rick Walbourne, GNWT.

Thank you to the KFN for their
presentation. I Jjust have one (1) -- one (1) short
gquestion similar to some previous questions to other
parties.

So, I was just wondering if the KFN
could speak very briefly to what their expectations
for reclamation at the site would be. I asked similar
qgquestions to Deninu Kue First Nation and Fort Res
Metis Government yesterday, as well.

So, I was just curious i1f Katl'odeeche
First Nation had any conversations with PPML or what

their expectations would be about level of remediation
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from PPML. Thank you.
THE CHATIRPERSON: KFN...?
MR. PATRICK RILEY (by Zoom) : Patrick
Riley, KFN. I -- I think KFN is obviously looking for

a high level of reclamation from any sites that PPML
uses.

As for some of the previous sites, from
Cominco, et cetera, I understand that it's hard to
hold PPML at stake for -- for those -- for those
areas. But I think it would be a good show of faith
that any of those areas within close proximity to the
PPML claims and leases areas where exploration is
occurring, they could, as I mentioned, Jjust show good
faith, work on some of that, and -- and try to reclaim

that. Thank you.

THE CHAIRPERSON: Government of the
Northwest Territories...?

MR. RICK WALBOURNE: Rick Walbourne,
ENR. Thank you very much, Patrick, for that response.

And thanks again for your presentation.

We have no further questions for
Katl'odeeche First Nation. Thank you.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank you. At this
time, we'd move on to members of the public, if they

have any -- give them an opportunity to ask any
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questions of KFN.

Do we have any members of the public,
staff?

MR. CHRIS HOTSON: Thank you, Madam
Chair. Chris, with Board staff.

No members of the public either on Zoom
or through the Facebook live stream have asked any
questions.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank you. The
agenda provides an opportunity now for questions from
Board staff, Board technical advisor, and legal
counsel.

Do we have any questions from the Board
staff?

MR. JACQUELINE HO: Thank you, Madam
Chair. This is Jacqueline, with Board staff. We
don't have any questions at this time. Thank you.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank you. Do we
have any questions from Board legal counsel?

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THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank you, everyone.

If -—- if we can all get seated, we'll start once
again. We are ahead of schedule on our agenda and
we've decided to continue with the agenda and finish
early today.

So -- so now I'm -- at this time, I'd
like to -- to ask the Board staff and the Board
technical advisors or legal counsel if they have any
final questions of clarification for any party before
moving forward. Board staff...?

MR. CHRIS HOTSON: Thank you, Madam
Chair. Chris, with Board staff. No guestions from
Board staff.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank you. Board
legal counsel...?

MR. JOHN DONIHEE (by Zoom) : Thank
you, Madam Chair. John Donihee, for the Board.

There's only one (1) undertaking
resulting from the Hearing and that undertaking was
provided by the Government of the Northwest
Territories.

And the wording, which will show in the
transcripts, is as follows:

"The Government of the Northwest
Territories has agreed to clarify

whether Pine Point Mining Limited is
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required to seek approval from the
Environment -- Environment
Protection Division of ENR for the
use of pit water for dust
suppression.

If approval is required, GNWT will
describe that approval's process,
including time lines, and indicate
what implications such approval
requirements might have for water
licence conditions related to dust
suppression."

So that's the -- that -- that's the
wording for the only undertaking from the Hearing,
Madam Chair.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank vyou. SO
before moving on to the parties' closing remarks, I
would like our executive director, Shelagh Montgomery,
to review the next steps in this process for the
record.

MS. SHELAGH MONTGOMERY: Thank vyou,
Madam Chair. Shelagh Montgomery, Board staff.

So the work plan had been circulated to
all parties and is available on our public registry.

But at the close of this Hearing, the -- the following

88
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dates are anticipated and are the next steps. So by
next week, June 22nd, the undertaking that was Jjust
read out, that will be sent out. The response to that
undertaking will be due July 12th.

The staff will be drafting water
licence conditions and land use permit conditions.
Those will go out for review by July 26th.

Reviewer comments will be due on those
draft conditions by the 10th of August.

The Proponent will have an opportunity
to provide their responses to those reviewer comments
by August 17th.

Deadline for written closing arguments
from Interveners to this proceeding will be due August
31lst.

The deadline then for the written
closing arguments from the Proponent will be due on
September 9th.

At this time, it's anticipated that
Board decision on the applications will be made in
mid-October.

The water licence will be sent to the
Minister of ENR -- the GNWT Minister of Environment
and Natural Resources; that's expected to occur in

late October.

to make a final decision on that water licence. And
so, that would take us to mid-January of 2022.
And that would conclude the -- our work

plan at the moment.

(BRIEF PAUSE)

THE CHAIRPERSON: Thank you. The
Interveners now have an opportunity to provide us with
your -- your brief closing remarks. And we're

beginning with DKEFN. Deninu Kue First Nation...?

(BRIEF PAUSE)

THE CHAIRPERSON: DKEN...?

CLOSING COMMENTS BY DENINU KUE FIRST NATION:

MR. PATRICK SIMON (by Zoom) : Hi.
Patrick Simon, Deninu Kue First Nation.

Madam Chair, I -- I'm not sure if Marc
was going to say a few closing remarks. He might have
-- he might have gone offline and is having trouble
coming back. But could you hear me?

THE CHAIRPERSON: Yes, we can hear
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you.

MR. PATRICK SIMON (by Zoom) : Maybe T
could provide a little bit of closing remarks, and if
he comes back online, he could finish it off.

The Deninu Kue First Nation would like
to thank you, Madam Chair, as well as your Board and
the Board staff for all the assistance they have
provided us and for giving us this opportunity to
participate. 1It's a very important project to us. No

matter how big or how small, anything done in the Pine
Point area, we have real feelings for and a real need
for us to be involved.

And the need for us to ensure that
whatever's done there continues to respect the land,
respect the First Nation land users and cabin owners
of that area, and that the -- the contributions that
we make to the project is equal to the science.

We also feel that -- that our
participation has to be in a way that benefits our
community, as well as our First Nation. We feel that
Pine Point has -- is making a reasonable effort and
are hoping to continue to work with them to ensure
that we feel good about the project moving forward.

We are confident that whatever's going

to be done in that area is going to fully include us,
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so that we can ensure that the past is never repeated
again.

I'd 1like to thank the land users here

with me -- Greg, Eddie, and Gabby -- for assisting me.

Of course, I'd like to thank Marc, who brings the
science for our community, enables us to balance
science and traditional knowledge-based facts to
ensure that this project is done in a proper manner,
that we can feel good about any type of legacy they
leave behind.

I'd 1like to also thank the Fort
Resolution Metis Government, as well as the

Katl'odeeche First Nation for their participation.

And all the other conveners that are within that room.

I'm not sure if Marc wants to add a
comment.

MR. MARC D'ENTREMONT (by Zoom) :
Thanks, Patrick. It's Marc d'Entremont here.

Again, I'd just like to echo some of

Patrick's sentiments as well. Thank the participants

for what -- what I feel was a very productive hearing.

Granted, there's still much more work to occur and
we're looking forward to continuing with the process
to see this one through.

I'd 1like to thank the Board for, again,

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its patience with -- as we work our way through the
various means of communication here which, for the
most part, seem to go off without a hitch.

And again, thanks to all the
participants and Pine Point Mining Limited for the
information they've been sharing.

We now ask for Environment and
Climate Change Canada for your opportunity to provide

your closing remarks.

CLOSING REMARKS BY ECCC:

MS. JENNIFER SABOURIN (by Zoom):

Thank you, Madam Chair. Jennifer Sabourin, with
Environment and -- Environment and Climate Change
Canada.

We would like to thank the Board for
giving us this opportunity to present and participate
in this hearing for the water licence and land use
permit applications for the Pine Point Mining
Confirmation and Exploration Program.

We would like to thank the Board staff
and counsel for their hard work this week, and the
translators and technical support for their

exceptional work.
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We would like to extend our gratitude
to the Elders, community members and members of the
public who attended the hearing, addressed the Board,
and shared their concerns, insights, and knowledge.

We thank the other Interveners and parties who have
participated in this hearing as well.

Environment and Climate Change Canada
would like to acknowledge the hard work of the project
team leading up to and during the hearing, and
continuing to engage and work with us to address the
outstanding concerns and issues.

Our recommendations have been
substantially addressed. 1In additional to the
recommendations that ECCC noted were resolved prior to
the hearings, the discussions we have heard from PPML
have also resolved ECCC Recommendations 2 and 7 and
partially addressed number 6.

ECCC reiterates that the receiving
environment be clearly defined to encompass all waters
that are frequented by fish or connected to fish
frequented waters as the Fisheries Act does not
differentiate between receiving environments that are
natural or that -- or those that were formed by
previous alterations to the site. Receiving

environments for the purpose of the Fisheries Act are
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any water bodies that fish use.

The outstanding recommendation
regarding the creation of a specific Management and
Monitoring Plan for the whooping cranes and their
habitat, in consultation with ECCC, will be discussed
with the Proponent after the hearing. And ECCC is
also looking forward to reviewing the WMMP following
the public hearing allowing for sufficient time to
address the concerns prior to the licence decision.

Environment and Climate Change Canada
will continue our participation by reviewing updated
Monitoring and Management Plans in relation to our
mandate. Thank you.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank vyou,
Environment and Climate Change Canada.

Now as -- for an opportunity to provide
us with your brief closing remarks, Fort Resolution

Metis Government?

CLOSING REMARKS BY FORT RESOLUTION METIS GOVERNMENT :
MR. SHAWN MCKAY: Thank you, Madam
Chair. Shawn Mckay, with the Fort Resolution Metis
Government.
Just want to say a few things. First

of all, I want to thank the Board, the Board Staff,
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Madam Chair. We want to thank Pine Point Mining
Limited for their presentation and we look forward to
working together with them. As well as we want to
thank Environment Climate Change Canada, the GNWT, the
Katl'odeeche First Nation, as well as the Deninu Kue
First Nation.

I just want to reiterate that when we
do -- as we do move forward, Fort Resolution Metis
Government looks forward to working closely with the
Pine Point Mining Limited company project. It's only
the Fort Resolution Metis Government can speak for its
people and its membership solely.

So that, we just want to thank you for
the -- for everybody's presentations and -- and for
the opportunity to participate within this program.
And I'll just pass it off to Katy if she has any --
any —-- anything extra she wants to add. Thank you.

MS. KATY DIMMER (by Zoom) : Thank you.
Katy Dimmer, Fort Resolution Metis Government.

Yes, thank you, Madam Chair, and to the
Board for the opportunity to participate in this
hearing. As you've heard through this hearing from
Fort Resolution Metis Government's President Arthur
Beck, Pine Point is a significant area for Fort

Resolution Metis Government members and member culture
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and way of life.

As we heard yesterday from President
Beck, Fort Resolution Metis Government cultural
survival is intimately and closely connected to the
caribou and to this land. Fort Resolution Metis
Government wishes to ensure that robust protections
are to be in place to prevent any harm and to monitor
and prevent impacts to water -- water, wildlife, and
way of life for Fort Resolution Metis Government
members at Pine Point.

Recognizing that engagement has been an
issue, Fort Resolution Metis Government is hopeful
that going forward Pine Point Mining Limited will take
the steps with us to develop a positive relationship
and seek resolution as indicated in this hearing
process to the remaining concerns prior to our closing
arguments.

Thank you to the Board and Board staff,
and all of the other Interveners, as well as Pine
Point Mining Limited. Thank you.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank you, Fort
Resolution Metis Government.

Now I ask for -- an opportunity for the
Government of the Northwest Territories to give their

closing remarks.
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The Government of the Northwest

Territories...?

CLOSING REMARKS BY GNWT:

MR. RICK WALBOURNE: Thank you, Madam
Chair. Rick Walbourne, ENR.

Yeah, I'd like to echo some of the

comments from the other parties, just to thank you to

the Board and Board Staff for your prep work in -- in
hosting this hearing as -- as well as Pido and the
translators. We know that a lot of work goes into --

to these meetings.

We'd also like to thank Deninu Kue
First Nation, Fort Resolution Metis Government,
Katl'odeeche First Nation, and Environment and Climate
Change Canada for their presentations and for their
questions. And we thought it was very productive.

We'd also like to thank PPML. We had
many productive discussions through the hearing, as
well as some sidebars where we came to resolution on a
lot of GNWT's recommendations which, I think, was
apparent today with the questioning from Pine Point
that we -- we did get to -- get to a lot of resolution
through those meetings.

So, we will provide updated
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recommendations in our comments on the draft water
licence and the closing arguments.

We're also agreeable to further
discussion, as necessary, with PPML and Board Staff or
any other parties throughout that process to help
refine our comments to assist the final decision from
the Board.

Thank you again, Madam Chair, and no
further comments from us. Thank you.

CLOSING REMARKS BY KATL'ODEECHE FIRST NATION:

MR. PATRICK RILEY (by Zoom): Patrick
Riley, Katl'odeeche First Nation.

I guess I'll just mirror a lot of the
remarks made by everyone else here. Thanks to the
Board for everything that they've done here to
organize this session. And thanks to all the
Interveners, Environment Climate Change Canada, GNWT,
Fort Res Metis Government, Deninu Kue First Nation for
everything they've added to this process.

And, of course, thank you to Pine Point
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Mining Limited for all the work that they've put to
this and we hope the time looking forward and that
this is a great first step towards this process.
Thank you.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank you KFN. I
will turn it over to the Pine Point Mining Limited for

their closing remarks. Pine Point Mining...?

CLOSING REMARKS BY PINE POINT MINING LIMITED:

MR. ANDREW WILLTIAMS: Thank you, Madam
Chair. Andrew Williams, from Pine Point Mining. I
just have a few comments I'd like to read from if you
don't mind. Actually, I don't. 1I've got a very short
statement.

I'd like to thank the Chair and the
Board for hearing us through these three (3) days and
-- and managing us, and keeping us on track.

I'd also like to thank the Board Staff,
the technical support, and I'd like to thank the
interpreters, Bertha and Jim, very much. They have a
tough job I reckon trying to understand what I say.

Also -- I got to put my glasses on,
sorry, one second. So, we -- we've had a number of --
of resolutions that we came to on -- on various

recommendations. There's still some that need some
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follow up and we look forward to that follow up and

resolving what remains.

And, you know, finally, I'd like to
thank all the presenters. We had some excellent
presentations from all the Interveners, although, if
there was an award for the presentation with the best
visual interest, it would probably have to go to the
KEFN presentation with those great wildlife photos.
Thank you, Madam Chair.

THE CHATIRPERSON: Thank you. Thank
you to all for your closing remarks. On behalf of the
Board, I'd like to thank all of you for participating
in this hearing process in a very respectful manner.

We must remind you that there is still
a lot of work to be completed before the Board can
make a decision on the land use permit and
recommendation on the water licence to the Minister of
Environment and Natural Resources.

We ask you to be diligent in reviewing
the record, commenting on the draft permit and
licence, and assisting the Board to make a very good
decision.

The work plan for this proceeding was
distributed to all parties and is available on the

public registry or from Board staff. The work plan
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outlines important dates for the remainder of this
proceeding.

The Board will review the record and
will make a decision on the water licence which will
be sent, along with reasons for decision, to the
Minister of Environment and Natural Resources for
final decision. All parties will be provided with a
copy of the licence and the Board's reasons at that
time.

The Board encourages ongoing engagement
between Pine Point Mining Limited and the parties as
this is a key component of the Board's process.

In closing, we'd like to thank all of
the presenters and participants. The Board
appreciates the efforts made by Pine Point Mining
Limited and the Interveners for their -- the process
including the evidence provided to help us make a
decision.

We would also like to thank our
interpreters, Bertha Catholique and Jim Hope. I would
also like to thank our transcriber, Wendy Woodworth,
and Pido technician Chris Coomber and Stephan -- and I
might say this wrong by Hereux -- Hereux (phonetic).
All their work for this hearing is very much

appreciated. And of course, many thanks to our staff
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and legal counsel.

And of all of you, thank you for your
courtesy and for respect for all and for each other.
And in particular, I'd like to thank the Board here
for their dedication and hard work that makes
everyone's job, especially mine, a little easier.

And I've asked Camilla Zoe-Chocolate,
our Board member, to say our closing prayer, so if we

all stand, please.

THE CHAIRPERSON: I'm just going to

ask everyone if they'd stay put since the Board would

like to say thank you to everyone.
