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1. Introduction
Peter Kiewit Sons (ULC) was retained by the Government of the Northwest Territories (GNWT)
to construct the Thcho All Season Road (TASR), which is a 97km long, two-lane gravel road
connecting KM 196 along Highway 3 near Behchokg to the community government boundary of
Whati in the Northwest Territories.
As outlined in Schedule 19, Part 2 Environmental Management, Section 2.4 Environmental
Monitoring, of the Project Agreement Project Co shall prepare and submit to the Authority’s
Representatives a “weekly environmental monitoring reports during the Construction Period,
which shall include, at a minimum, the following information”:

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5. Work Activity Description
The following construction activities took place during the reporting period on the Tticho All
Season Road right-of-way (ROW):

e Aggregate processing ongoing at Station 89+500
e Site cleaning and winterization

These construction activities are discussed in more detail below.

5.1. Subcontractors
A total of five (5) subcontractors were onsite during the reporting period:
o LaPrairie Group — Aggregate processing
e Superior Propane — Delivery of propane for camp and office facilities

e Kavanaugh — Delivery and removal of waste bins (domestic waste, cardboard, wood and
steel). Delivery of potable water as well as removal and disposal of sewage.

e Scarlett Security — Camp Security

e Finning — Heavy Duty Mechanic

5.2. Road Cut Aggregate Processing

During the reporting period, LaPrairie Group continued crushing operations at Pit #105 for
aggregate processing at the road cut located at Station 89+500. Processed aggregate
continues to be stockpiled in road cut areas to support rip rap placement and road topping for
2021.

5.3. Site Winterization

During the reporting period the maintenance department continued to winterize the Main Camp and store
all equipment.

6. Environmental Meetings and Training

6.1. Internal

No training sessions or Toolbox Talks were presented during the reporting period.

6.2. External

The TASR Corridor Working Group meeting occurred on December 1 and 2, 2020 and was held
virtually due to COVID 19 pandemic concerns.

8. Environmental Monitoring

As operations on the TASR are finishing up for the 2020/2021 winter shutdown, environmental
monitoring was limited to the Main Camp area. Full monitoring of all operations will resume in
the Spring of 2021

8.1. Daily Environmental Inspections

Daily environmental inspections of the main camp and maintenance laydown were completed
during the reporting period. Any deficiencies, hon-compliances or corrective actions are
documented in the deficiency log and discussed in more detail in Section 17.

8.2. Wildlife Road Surveys
No wildlife road surveys were completed during the reporting period.

8.3. Wildlife Sightings

As outlined in the WMMP (Version 3.4) wildlife sightings are tracked. During the reporting
period, no wildlife sightings were reported to the Environmental Department as operations are
confined to the main camp.

8.4. Mitigation Triggered / Implemented
No mitigations were implemented or triggered during the reporting period

8.5. Wildlife Surveillance Survey
One (1) wildlife surveillance surveys was completed during the reporting period at the Main
Camp at Station 19+800. Field records of these surveys can be found in Appendix A.

8.6. Pre-Clearing Large Mammal / Nesting Surveys

No pre-clearing large mammal or bird nest sweeps were required during the reporting period.

8.7. Water Quality Monitoring

The onset of consistent, freezing temperatures coupled with the completion of all inwater and
near water construction activities, has precluded the need/ability to continue water quality
sampling. If weather conditions change, or inwater/near water construction activities require it,
the water quality monitoring program will resume.

9. Wildlife Incidents / Mortalities

No wildlife incidents or mortalities occurred during the reporting period.
10. Bat Hibernacula

No hibernacula were discovered during the clearing operations conducted in 2020.
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11. Dust Suppression

No dust suppression activities were used during this reporting.

12. Waste Management Concerns

No waste management concerns were noted during the reporting period.

13. Collared Caribou

Information on the collared Boreal Woodland Caribou was provide by GNWT-ENR for the
periods November 23 to November 29™, 2020 and November 30" to December 2", 2020.

e Boreal Woodland Caribou were noted within the 4.0km buffer of Segment 1, Segment 2,
and Segment 3 during the reporting period.

No Caribou observations by field staff were observed during this reporting period.

13.1. Mitigation Triggered / Implemented

No mitigation measures were triggered during this reporting period.
14. Environmental Authorities

14.1. Inspections
No site inspections occurred during this weeks reporting period.

14.2. Site Visits

No site tours occurred during this weeks reporting period.

15. Erosion and Sediment Control

Erosion and sediment control (ESC) measures that were installed at sensitive crossings along
the TASR were inspected daily during the un-frozen periods. Daily monitoring of TASR for
erosion and sediment issues will resume in the spring of 2021.

16. Environmental Deficiencies

Any environmental deficiencies, corrective actions or non-compliance events that have been
observed on the project are tracked using a deficiency register. The register outlines observed
deficiencies along with the appropriate corrective actions. A copy of the Deficiency Register for
is provided in this report (see Appendix B).
